Please find below some information about the touristic possibilities in the surroundings of Lisse (apart from the larger cities like The Hague, Rotterdam and Amsterdam).

In Lisse (Near the Hotel)

Discover the bulb region!
The famous flower and bulb region with beach, sea, lakes and dunesand 

In the period March, April and May the bulb fields are in full bloom. First the narcissus then the hyacinths and tulips.
There are several walking, cycling and car routes throughout the area.

Keukenhof   www.keukenhof.nl
Keukenhof in Lisse (just 2 km from the hotel) is a large spring garden tourist attraction with plenty to see. Flower shows; 80 acres, 6 million tulips, narcissi, daffodils, hyacinths and other flower bulbs, ancient trees, flowering shrubs, ponds en fountains. Indoor and outdoor tulip, hyacinth and summer bulb displays, flower gardens in wooded areas.

Dever House, Lisse
A tower-house or dungeon which dates back to the fourteenth century. It was built by Reinier Dever, a knight and vassal of Albrecht van Beieren, count of Holland, Zeeland and Henegouwen. For more information contact +31 (0) 252 41 14 30.

The 'Black Tulip' Museum
This Museum is situated in a splendidly restored old building in the heart of Lisse. It shows the history of the Dutch bulb area as well as the origins and the development of bulb culture. For more information contact +31 (0) 252 41 79 00.

Leiden 

Travel by the bus (nr.51) directly from the hotel Leiden is the the birthplace of the famous Dutch painter Rembrandt. 

Leiden is home to the first university in Holland (1575), which has developed into a world-famous science institution. It's hortus botanicus, or botanical gardens, were started in 1578 and are still a prime attraction for the tourist. 

Leiden is also where the Pilgrims landed before coming to America. Leiden is home to the Pilgrim museum, where you can find out more about the Pilgrims and their interactions with the people of Leiden. 

Leiden's tourist office is near the central train station, at Stationsweg 2D. They'll provide you with information and maps of Leiden. You can take various walks through the charming town, some focusing on almshouses, some on art and Rembrandt, or you can take a large boat tour down the canals, or rent your own row boat.

Take the bus (nr. 51) across the street
Haarlem has been described as a pocket-sized, relaxed version of Amsterdam. It is a paradise for tourists. Its compact city centre is brimming with historical sites, musea and other places of interest. The historic city centre with its broad range of period architecture is criss-crossed by scenic waterways. The fine old cathedral of St Bavo on the main square dominates the skyline. 

Teyler Museum

Standing on the banks of the river Spaarne, just a short distance from the main square, is the Teyler natural history museum. It has the distinction of being the oldest museum in Holland. 

Teylers was built in 1784 from funds bequeathed by a local textile baron, Pieter Teyler van der Hulst, who wanted to promote art and science. The executors of his will carried out his wishes by building the Teyler museum. 

The Teyler now boasts a fine collection of natural history documents and historical scientific instruments. There are also expositions of fossils and minerals, a large exhibition room, a multimedia room and an educational area.

Hofje

The secret gardens of Haarlem, or 'Haarlemse Hofjes' can be found in various secluded courtyards dotted around the historic centre of town. 
Normally hidden from public view, these gardens are linked to a form of protected housing perhaps unique to Holland. A typical hofje contains a central, well-kept courtyard garden surrounded by small houses. They were founded by wealthy burgers and intended as homes for the aged and poor. At that time, only women were accepted as only they could be trusted to run their own household properly. 

The oldest surviving hofje in Holland - the Bakkenesserkamer - dates from the 14th century and is to be found in Haarlem. There are currently more than twenty such hofjes in Haarlem, from the original Bakkenesserkamer right up to the newest addition, de Gravinnehof (known as the 21st century Hofje), opened in 2001. They are usually named for their founders, who thus secured a small place in Haarlem's history. 
Visits should be arranged in advance as most hofjes are in active use. There is a tradition of silence in the hofjes so voices should be kept down as a mark of respect.
